2022 – A Year in Review
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4-H Youth & Development:  The 4-H Youth Development Program helps young Texas to acquire knowledge, develop life skills, and form attitudes to enable them to become self-directed, productive, and contributing members of our society.  Although active COVID-19 cases had an impact on our everyday lives, it did not prevent the youth of Jim Hogg County from having another successful year.  Many efforts and accomplishments were met by the determination from the Hebbronville 4-H club members, volunteers, collaborators, and the community.  Below, are some of the many highlights of the 2022 Jim Hogg 4-H Year.  
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	Jim Hogg County 4-H STEM Academy:  In collaboration with the Texas Afterschool Centers of Education (ACE), a month-long bootcamp was held to explore the following STEM disciplines:  Computer Programming, Video Game Design, Aerospace Engineering, and a Food Cooking Challenge.  The series of 4-H programs instilled the interest and confidence of (25) students in hopes they pursue careers in the STEM fields, jobs likely to remain in high demand in the future.




	National 4-H Week:  The Jim Hogg County Commissioner’s Court declared October 2 – 8, 2022, as National 4-H Week.  This admirable program, which seeks to provide a learning experience for the whole child, including head, heart, hands, and health, helps young Texans to acquire knowledge, develop life skills, and form attitudes to enable them to become self-directed, productive, and contributing members of our society.
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	4-H Community Service & Outreach
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	Dozens of community outreach events were attended.  Included, but not limited to, the following events.  JHCISD Back-to-School Bash, Community Safety Fair, Christmas Gift Giveaway, Veterans Day Event, Trunk or Trick, National Night’s Out, HES Science Fair, Easter Eggstravaganza, etc.  Each event offered the youth educational resources regarding the AgriLife programs. 
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Healthy South Texas (HST)
As the agent’s inaugural year at the position of Jim Hogg County’s Health Agent.  Agent completed (30+) assigned onboarding tasks, course trainings, and new hire-oriented requirements.  Participated in numerous virtual and face-to-face meetings with his Regional Program Leader (Jana Osbourn) and well as his mentor Marissa Dimas from Duval County.  Agent quickly began to establish key contacts with community and school district leaders, county influencers, local businesses, and health related organizations.
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Agent participated in dozens of South Texas Food Bank outreach events to introduce the AgriLife Extension programs to local citizens and build a coalition necessary to not only meet but exceed set District 12 HST goals.
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Agent completed (4) Walk Across Texas (WAT) Youth and Adult Programs.  1,216 residents or (25.5%) of the county’s population participated in these events with a combined total of (108, 291) miles logged.
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Agent completed (2) Learn, Grow, Eat, & Go! Programs to (165) Hebbronville 2nd grade students.  Graduates learned to prep the soil before sowing the seeds.  They also had food exposure through raw, fresh vegetable samplings and evaluation, learn garden kitchen recipes, and brief Go Strong classroom exercises to maximize food source benefits.
